When all 
these expedients have bel'n resorted to, 
and Iiave failed, then tho adjo]ning­
congregatioris should be appeale to , 
and they ought to assist.

Why, 
you bap~ized him "the same hour of the 
night" in wh ich h~ first heard of J e­
sus: Then , walking away, they might 
have beard him saying to himself, "A 
little too soon-too progressive-I'm 
~!raid-afraid. Ah, mel what.'s going to 
become of the churcli ." 

When will our people ·get to un­
derstand that now is God s time, and 
that he has provided means of grace 
adapted to his ti~~ and purpose ?
